· Only historical tents - No modern 

Non accepted;

· Aluminium and plastic dishes. 
· Glass bottles, beer cans – on view.
· Modern utensils with stickers, pasters etc.

Camping tools, axes and hammers with plastic handles, sleeping bags, towels backpacks etc. – HIDDEN IN TENTS.

Prefered;

Wooden or clay plates and bowls, medieval knives, bronze goblets and jugs, wicker baskets, leather flasks.
· Sleeping on strawbeds (we supply straw), animal furs, blankets of pure sheep or goat wool.

· Medieval camp equipment – iron cauldrons, grills etc.

Non accepted;

Synthetics acrylic, polyester, synth. silk, upholstery, modern “old looking”, “old fashioned” shoes (leather sandals, moccasins), fur covering on shoes (We call it “hamsters” ;D)
Prefered;

100% wool, linen, cotton (for underwear and lining).

· Historical shoes on rubber soles tolerated only in 2006 season.

                                            Men’s clothes; (basic)
· Doublet of wool or linen (laced up)

· Braies

· Leather shoes (Medieval- XIV/XVc.)

· Belt with medieval buckle.

· Headdress – hat, hood or coif.

Doublet laces pointed with aguilettes.

Non accepted;

Tights (forget Mel Brooks and Errol Flynn... ;p), leggings, trousers (pants) – also early medieval (viking etc.)

                                           Lady’s clothes (basic)

· Smock (linen, cotton)

· Hoses 
· Kirtle (laced up)

· Headdress- linen scarf.

Non accepted for both sexes;

Tattoo and piercing – on view, throwing to eyes make- up,  unnatural hair dye – green, violet, neon etc.

· Lavaliers as pentagrams, skulls, fantasy dragons, motorcycle emblems, Thor hammers etc.

· Zippers, mobile phones, watches.

                                            Armour and weapons

                                                  (prefered dating 1350- 1415)
Prefered;

Helmets;

- Bascinets with hanged nasal or klappvisier, hounskulls, kettle- hats (with mail hood).

(All helmets with padding or weared on padded hood).

Armour; 

· Cuirass “white” or covered with cloth. (fauld of four/five lames, without tassets).

· Coat of plates (f.e. Wisby armours)

· Full plate legs (without greave after c. 1450)

· Mail shirt.
· “Hour- glass”gauntlets.
Every armour weared on arming doublet.
“White” cuirass covered with tabard or gambeson.

Non accepted;

· “Great helms”, XVI c. Armets, early medieval helmets (Norman, viking etc.), mitten gauntlets.

                                                        Weapons

· Short swords, longswords,  falchions, war axes, berdishes, maces.

· Wooden shields, padded with coats of tissue. (linen)
Recommended weight limits for swords;

· short sword, falchion – max. w. 2 kg.

· Longsword max. w. 2,5- 3 kg.

Non accepted;

· Shields plated with metal or made of metal sheet, early shields (Norman conical, round viking etc.), maces and axes with iron handles, halberds, two- edged axes.

· Weapon edges sharpened or full of holes, cracks and fissures on blades, grips bound with lace, rusty armour or weapons.

WARNING – do not leave the camp carrying sword without a scabbard. (Except the battle).

Other notes;

This year we will collect camp fee (75 PLN – ca. 20 EUR) for feast, wood, straw and hay.
