In staging of „Battle of Grunwald” can participate groups and individuals, members of Kapituła Rycerstwa Polskiego, and members of others historical re-enactment organisations. Applications should be send to commanders of Grunwald’s Banners due to 10th june 2008. Lists of all groups should be send to organizers, who will make the final verification and decide about acceptance of groups. 

List of accepted groups and individuals will be published on the organizers’ web-site (www.grunwald1410.pl).

Groups which failed acceptation process are not allowed to participate in reconstruction of „Battle of Grunwald” and are not allowed to live in medieval camp.

RULES OF PARTICIPATION

During the event all participants must respect Rule and Knight Codex!!!

1. Only adults (18+) are allowed to participate in battle.

2. The only area of the event are a battlefield and medieval camp which will be marked by appropriate signs  

3. Participants of battle take part on their own risk and responsibility.

4. In battle girls can take part only in archers' squads , hand gunners squad as well as delivering water camp-followers. Beyond this women's participation in staging is strictly prohibited.

5. Ruthless prohibition of consuming alcohol since hour 00.00 of the Battle Day (Saturday) till the end of Battle

6. Usage of any kind of drugs during the whole event is strictly prohibited.

7. Usage of Black powder weapons beyond Battle is strictly prohibited.

8. Usage of hand canons (blowingirons etc.) is strictly prohibited. This prohibition dose not include hand gunners group commanded by Marek Wierzbicki.

9. In the Battle prohibited is : attack from behind, hitting in leg from bend in pit, the prohibition of attack on crotch, the prohibition of treating the stabs, attack with shield to head 

10. It’s prohibited to move from camp with long weapon.

11. The only persons allowed to make official statements of relating to media about organization are Organizers and the PR Representatives.

12. All participants of Grunwald staging are obliged to be insured from Unpredicted Accidents (Insurance NW in Poland); there’ll be possibility to buy insurance in the camp.

13. Prohibition of usage of blue wappenrocks - the colour is reserved in battle for Security (justycarius group).

14. Weapon in the Battle:

a. side-arms- allowed are:

i. One and 1,5 hand sword (great sword about, fire - brand to 100 cm and two-handed handle. Such sword can not cross 130 cm in total length.

ii. Cleavers, cords, sabres – these last used only by Lithuanian – Russian Army / having in history one's equivalent.

ATTENTION: Organizers will provide pattern for swords point and length of the falchion which will indicate which are considered to be safe and which are not allowed. Pattern of secure sword will be also available on web site www.grunwald1410.pl. Cross-guard and pommel cannot be ended with spike. 

a. Pole arms can be used only by organized guided groups, which get the earlier permission from organizers as well as commander of banner against which they will fight. Otherwise usage of pole arms is strictly forbidden.

b. Axes and maces- allowed are:

i. One-hand axes, hatchets – max 70 cm long. Having finished heads flat, as well as safely profiled blade. 

It is forbidden to use weapon ended with spikes. 

c. Wooden shields.

d. Arrows will be delivered by organizers. In other case or problem please contact with Norbert Kopczynski – Archers Commander. Every archer will possess the ames quantity of arrows. 

e. On the field of battle you can take only one piece of weapon (e.g. one sword or one axe etc) 

f. Daggers and other type of knives on the battlefield are strictly prohibited. 

ATTENTION: Rusty side-arms as well as side-arms possessing splinters will not be admitted to the battle

Commanders will make the preliminary verification of weapon and armours. 
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15. All persons which would like to take a part in Battle have to have protective equipment from period of the battle (suggested dates are 1350-1420 but allowed is period 1350-1470). All participants of battle should have:

a. Helmet, torso protection with gambeson (see picture), armour (full plate, coat of plates etc.), the gauntlets, the knees and elbows protection, epaulettes, protection of larynx fe. Wadded collar.

b. Archers should have at minimum: men clothes, gambeson and head protection (Riveted Maille Coif or helmet). There will be 4 squads 30 archers per each.

c. Artillery should have men clothes. Minimum gambeson, ears protection, and kettle helmet. Side arms are allowed but only if they are kept in scabbards.

16. Commanders have right to change rules to more strict in their Banners.

17. We approach to foreign guests individually
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Helmets:

Kettle helmets on the Riveted Maille Coif (hood) or with attached Riveted Maille Coif: quilted lining with collar

b) Łebka (Beckenhaube) – helmet with attached Riveted Maille Coif covered face to the line of nose, quilted lining with collar
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Basinet

d) Pekilhuben – Baltic origin Beckenhaube.

e) Barbuta – Italian origin Beckenhaube.

· Helmets with moving face protection

a) With movable nose, base connected with Riveted Maille Coif

b) Hundsgugel/pig-face helmet

c) And other types which are historical accurate

Shields:

ONLY wooden shields are allowed in the battle. Edge must be covered with leather or fabric .Metal shields are strictly prohibited. M[image: image6.jpg]


etal edging is not allowed!       

· Triangular shield 

· Non regular rectangle with place for a lance. Shield must have oval edges

· regular rectangle with place for a lance 

· “Pawęże” (Tower shield )– great infantry shields 

· Eastern type shields in Lithuanian-Tatar-Russian Flags

Armours:

Armours should fit to event dating between 1350AD and 1410 AD (it’s not very strict rule) but armour cannot have: horns, thorns, spikes etc.

During the battle untouchable are:

a. Miecznik (Swordsman - blue wappenrock with gold/yellow fleur-de-lis), Justiciares (blue wappenrock with silver/white fleur-de-lis) and Guards (blue sash or shield with symbol of scales). 

b. Artillery, Standar-bearers, Archers, Hand gunners and Pawężnicy – people with great shields in special staging groups.
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Commanders and theirs guards (Standar-bearers, couriers and aide-de-camp – they have blue wappenrocks with silver/white fleur-de-lis and shields with Omega sign

d. Special light infantry squads which will fight only against each other.

Commanders of these squads are: Teutonic side- Marcin Surdel”Druid”; Polish side- Michał Rudziński(aka. “Templar”)

e. You have to “die” if you decide to fight with commander (with his permission) – they we’ve got shields in Banners colours and red belt on the right hand or on helmet (symbols reserved only for Commanders).

f. You have to “die” if you decide to fight with person (with his permission) who takes a part in special “scenes” - they we’ve got yellow belt on the right hand.

17. On Friday there will be last trial Battle with all persons which take part in the Battle.

18. During last trial Battle no other absorbing events are allowed 

19. On Saturdays’ Battle all participants of battle have to go with their Banners – there will be 2 entries – one for Polish side and one for Teutonic side. During the entering the last weapon and armour check will take place. Before this checking only artillery is allowed to be on the battlefield.

20. All participants will be provided with special ID, which will give them the right to camp on terrain of Medieval Camp. All persons who don’t have ID cannot be on area of Medieval Camp between 22:00 and 8:00 AM.

21. Their will be special (second) ID for all Battle Participants.

22. Each participant of the “Battle of Grunwald” may have only one ID

23. Every Banner should delegate one (and only one) person which will make film during the Battle. Films will be used by Organizers and Commanders in order to find out all dangerous behaving people and eliminate them form future event in accordance to reduce risks during the “Battle of Grunwald” staging.

24. It is specially emphasized that the event organized on the Grunwald fields is staging not the real battle which obligate participants to the proper behaviour.

25. Miecznik (Swordsman) and Justiciares will protect battlefield against anyone who will try to enter the battlefield without proper  authorization(without ID) 

Grunwald camp

Only Organizers and Commanders can give permission to stay on area of medieval camp. Since 2007th in medieval camp only historical tents covered in iconography are allowed

1. Commanders of Grunwald’s Banners are responsible for their Banners and all people in their camp. They are also responsible for safety, discipline and historical accuracy of all sorts of equipment in their camp.

2. All groups and individuals will stay in Banners’ camp (guest from foreign countries will stay in camp called “Camp Babilon”). Tents can stay only on terrain of proper Banners’ camp. People whose tents will stay outside the proper Banners’ camp will be treated as tourist, and ask to move out from Medieval Camp to Campsite.

3. Under-age participants are allowed to stay at medieval camp only under protection of appropriate guardian or person pointed as a guardian by a legal letter (letter from parents with their signature) provided by under-age participant.

4. A guardian takes all legal responsibility for any damage caused by their under-age ward.  

5. For a time of Battle, Organizers suggests to all groups to organize guards which will protect camp’s terrain. 

6. Every “citizen” of Medieval Camp has to have ID with Name, Family Name, Group and Person responsible for a group.

7. Guests which want to stay for a night should have historical uniforms and Guests’ ID. 

8. Participants should take care of historical accuracy in camps and on the battlefield.

9. Organizers have final word in case of participation in the battle or living in historical camp. Organizers do not have to give explanations of their decisions. 

10. Organizers restricts that they don’t take responsibility for any results of action taken without consideration of all regulations given above.

Respecting rules will be protected by Miecznik (swordsman) and Justiciares (guards) and camp guards

Breaking the rules especially:

· Rules of Safety of mass events law from 22nd August 1997 r., especially Art. 17a p. 2.5)

· drinking between Saturday morning (00:00 am) and the end of the battle

· using drugs and others similar staff

· using black powder weapon beyond the Battle

May result in expulsion.

Order on the staging will be protected also by non medieval Security Forces. 

Cars have to park on proper parking place or will be tow out.

Organizer reserve rights to change regulations
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
